Smooth with rounded tannins. Cassis and raspberry  with aromas of pepper, tobacco

5 Fincas Reserva, Emporado, Costa Brava, Spain, 2008     

A blend of Merlot, Gernacha, Syrah, Tempranillo and Cabernet. Complex, warm & 

spicy with silky tannins and a long lasting finish 

 

Cecilia Beretta Valpolicella Superiore, Mizzole, Italy, 2009     

A rich and full bodied wine, warm and round on the palette. Dark cherry flavours  

with toasty notes arising from the 12 months in oak 

 

Chocolate Box GSM, Barossa Valley, Australia, 2010    

A classic blend of Grenache, Shiraz and Mourvedre. Deep russet red colour, earthy 

aromas of savoury oak, dark chocolate, cherries and stewed rhubarb

Light and well balanced wine with  soft tannins, a touch of cranberry and spiced plums

Finca Altamira Malbec, Mendoza, Argentina, 2008                   £85.00 

A complex example of a single vineyard Malbec from the Acheval-Ferrer estate, using nearly 100  

year old vines and aged in new French oak for 15 months. Ground pepper, warm, spiced fruits,  

dark cherries and lively fresh raspberry on the nose. The palate echoes the nose with a savoury,  

mineral elegance, rich texture and innate power. 

 

 

Silver Oak Cabernet Sauvignon, Napa Valley, USA, 2007                £120.00 

Produced in California’s premier Cabernet microclimate, 2007 was a particularly special vintage  

due to the unusually cool weather. 25 months in new American oak and a further 20 months aged 

in the bottle has delivered an elegant wine with a complex nose of cedar wood, ground coffee  

and cassis. It has an intensely rich mouth feel full of heavy fruit and a hint of warm spice. 

 

 

The Descendant Shiraz/Viogner, Torbreck, Barossa Valley Australia, 2008                          £125.00  

This stunning wine is produced from some of Australia’s oldest genetic material. Grown in the Powell  

vineyard in the Marananga hamlet with it’s deep red clay soil known for producing savoury, rich  

textured wines with glorious perfumes. 2008 was an extremely hot year and the result is this rich jammy  

wine, with endless bold, black fruit and a lightly spiced finish due to its 18 month rest in French oak.     

 

   

Ridge Monte Bello, Napa, USA, 2009                £140.00 

Layers of black cherry, flowers, graphite and spice are woven together around a core of rich red fruit, 

with juicy tannins and a silky sweet finish. Produced predominantly from Cabernet vines originally planted  

in the Monte Bello vineyard in the 1940’s. Merlot and Petit Verdot have been added to the blend to make  

what can only be described as a magnificent wine.
