Citrus aromas and crisp green fruits on the palate.

2011 Ugni Blanc, La Cadence - Languedoc, France	 4.75	  9.95	 18.95
Crisp, fresh citrus and floral aromas, soft in texture, an all round pleaser.

2011 Picpoul de Pinet, Domaine Roquemolière - Languedoc, France	 7.00	  15.10	 28.00
Crisp, light and aromatic. Great with fish and shellfish.

2011 Mâcon-Villages, Cave de l’Aurore - Burgundy, France		  	 31.00
Fine example from the south of Burgundy, packed with ripe yellow apple flavours and creaminess on the finish.

Medium bodied and supple with a generous amount of succulently ripe forest fruits and a soft moreish finish..

Medium to full bodied Rioja with aromas of strawberry, cassis and a subtle oak finish.

2011 Beaujolais Cuvée Traditionnelle Vielles Vignes, Dom. du Vissoux - Burgundy, France	 36.00
Old vine selection always gives a more textured wine, so expect a generous fruit and fine tannins with good 
acidity.

Medium bodied and dry with a finely textured structure of ripe plummy fruit.

2009 Merlot, Ken Forrester - Stellenbosch, South Africa	 		  35.00
Softly rounded & accessible wine with balanced tannins for early drinking.

2008 Bourgogne Pinot Noir, Domaine Régis Rossignol Changarnier - Burgundy, France	 44.00
A very old fashioned and well executed example of what Burgundy produces best, fruity and mouth watering 
Pinot Noir.
